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This study aims to understand the specific adverse childhood experiences (ACES) of a daughter (referred to as‘A’)
raised by a drug-addicted single mother. A holistic and content-based narrative interview approach was used to
analyze the data and better understand how A's mother's use of amphetamine secretly resulted in ACEs and how these
experiences impacted A. The findings of this study are as follows: (1) Early childhood: Due to her drug use, A's young
unmarried mother was abandoned by her boyfriend (A's biological father). As a result, A experienced ACES, including
growing up in a single-parent family, experiencing emotional neglect from her mother, and having housing uncertainty
because of her financial problems. Experiencing such ACES resulted in A developing the perception that‘no one wants
