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ABSTRACT

Design studios have always played an important role for beginners to understand the space. The learning tasks and
discussions in the design studios are conveyed through the setting of relevant vocabulary, and the emergence, use and
disappearance of the vocabulary somehow reflect to the shift in architectural knowledge. Adrian Forty mentioned that
modernist architecture is a new way of talking about architecture, which can be identified by a series of unique
vocabulary, through that we know if we enter a modernist speculative context, or to distinguish those who claim to
beyond modernism still use the vocabulary of modernism. (Forty, 2000, p. 20). From the perspective of vocabulary as
knowledge cognition, in the trend of research-based design teaching, conceptual vocabulary is expected to serve as the
interface between teaching and research of basic design courses. The purpose of this study is to construct a discourse
framework for the comparison of architectural design education in Taiwan. Through literature review and textual
analysis, we construct a three-part framework that facilitates a systematic dialogue between architectural discourse

practice through curriculum design and design experimentation through architectural discussion.
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
